Introduction

The Public Works & Engineering Department (PWE) is seeking information from potential owner/ operator/ maintenance providers for a turn key solution to provide emergency back-up power generation to a selection of water production plants in conformance with State of Texas Senate Bill 361 and Title 30 Texas Administrative Code, Chapter 290, Subchapter D. The City must minimize its cost and in order to accomplish this, the City’s preference is for a provider to sell power directly to the local electrical grid on a long term basis to offset investment and provide to the City in the event of an emergency. The City may consider an option of stand alone generation.
Scope of Services 
PWE will be required to provide back up power to water plants in conformance with Texas SB 361 during any period of a natural or a man-made disaster in which a facility does not receive adequate power from the transmission lines. The water production plants would receive the required power on a first priority basis from the local grid. A less preferred option would be a stand alone generation system for each selected water plant. 

The owner/operator/maintenance provider’s responsibility will be to provide all detail engineering, construction services and management, permitting, construction, labor, supervision, materials, equipment, and consumables, legal and financial agreements for a complete turn key generating facilities. PWE will discuss on-site space availability or land lease requirements in close proximity to the water facilities. It is preferred that natural gas be used as fuel, but will consider alternate fuels, as permitted by the TECQ.
